Response from the college:

The college is self-financed and affiliated with the Savitribai Phule Pune
University. Due to this, college is not eligible to receive financial assistance
from the government. The college works under the aegis of the public trust
and doesn’t have a minority status; therefore, it must follow the
government and university rules while admitting the students and
appointing the teachers.
 
The college has received the tetter for teaching and non-teaching posts
sanctioned from the joint Director ( Higher Education), Pune Region, Pune,
Government of Maharashtra. As per the authorized letter, 15 full-time and
one CHB post for teaching cadre has been sanctioned to the college, and
the sanction letter includes a Librarian post. 

For the year 2017-18 & 2018-19, 14 teachers have the pay role of the
college, and the Principal, Dr. Anil Bhavsar, retired from the service due to
his superannuation. Since the principal post remains vacant, 13 teachers,
excluding Librarian, have been working in the college.
